Directions to Camp Waluhili on back 

Camp Waluhili is located halfway between Wagoner and Chouteau, OK. 3 miles off of State Highway 69. 
From The North: Take highway 412 east to Chouteau. Proceed south on US 69 approximately 8 miles. Turn left on 

FLAT ROCK ROAD (just past the “entering Wagoner County: sign) and proceed straight to stop sign, turn right, this road 
dead ends into the camp. 

From the South: Take highway 51 east to Wagoner. Proceed north on US 69 approximately 7 miles. Turn right on 
FLAT ROCK ROAD, proceed straight to stop sign, and turn right, this road dead ends into the camp.
